Multi-stakeholder Diplomacy (MSD) refers to the broader involvement of non-state actors – such as the business sector, grass-root organizations, civil society and individuals – in international relations.  The emergence of MSD can be attributed to the need for alternative forms of management of international affairs in an increasingly interdependent world.  Some of the central concerns of MSD include procedural issues in accommodating the participation of other actors, the accountability and legitimacy of non-state actors, and complex inter-professional communication among different stakeholders.
