David CAMROUX. is a scientific correspondent  within the Centre d'Études et de Recherches Internationales (CERI) of Sciences Po and teaches on contemporary Southeast Asian society.  He is the author of numerous articles on Southeast Asian and Australasian politics and history. He is at present preparing with Richard Higgott a major edited volume on US-Asia relations: A ‘New World Order’?: US-Asia Relations after 9/11 to be published by Routledge. His current research interests are in Malaysian domestic politics and foreign policy, regionalism in Asia and the interface between civil society, economic development and political change in Southeast Asia.

Renaud DEHOUSSE holds a law degree from the University of Liège (Belgium) and a Ph.D from the European University Institute in Florence. Before joining Sciences Po, he has held regular appointments in the Law Department of the European University Institute and at the Faculty of Political Science of the University of Pisa, Italy. He has acted as adviser for the European Commission  and the French government. He currently holds a Jean Monnet Chair at the Institut d’études politiques de Paris (Sciences Po), and is Research Fellow at « Notre Europe », a Paris-based think-tank founded and directed by Jacques Delors.  His main work has been on law and politics in the European Union. His recent work has focused in particular on transformation of European governance, with specific reference to the growing importance of transnational bureaucratic structures (comitology, European agencies), as well as on the influence of the European Court of Justice on European policies and on the policy process.

Alain DIECKHOFF is senior research fellow at CNRS (Centre d'Etudes et de Recherches Internationales, Paris). He teaches also at Sciences Po. His main field of research is politics and society in Israel. He has also done research on Israeli-Palestinian relations.  Author of several books related with these topics: Les espaces d'Israël. Essai sur la stratégie territoriale d'Israël, Presses de  Sciences-Po, 1989; Israël. Une identité nationale en crise (Documentation française, 2001), among others. He has also worked extensively on nationalism.  He published a book on the upsurge of nationalism in the Western world : La nation dans tous se Etats. Les identités nationales en mouvement, Flammarion, 2002. 

He is the editor with Natividad Guttierez of   Modern Roots : Studies on National Identities, (Aldershot, Ashgate, 2001),with Riva Kastoryano of Nationalismes en mutation en Méditerranée orientale, (Paris, CNRS Editions, 2002) and  of  The Politics of Belonging. Nationalism, Liberalism, and Pluralism, Lanham (MD), Lexington, 2004.

Erik IZRAELEWICZ holds a Ph.D in International economics. He graduated from the French Business School HEC (1976) and a Journalism School (1979). He is Editor in chief, columnist, at Les Echos since 2000 and used to be Editor in chief at Le Monde between 1996 and 2000. He is member of the "Commission Economique de la Nation" (The Economic Council of advisors to the French minister of Finance), since 1998 ; Member of the Scientific Committee of the CEPII (Centre d'Etudes Prospectives et d'Informations Internationales), since 1996 and member of the board of the ENA ( Ecole Nationale d'Administration), since 2002. He published "Ce monde qui nous attend. Les peurs françaises et l'économie", (Editions Grasset, 1997 ); "Le capitalisme zinzin", (Editions Grasset, 1999) and "Monsieur Ni Ni, Jospin et l'économie" with Christine Mital, (Editions Robert Laffont, 2001).

Zaki LAÏDI holds a a Ph.D. in Political Science and a Master of Arts from the Institut d'Etudes Politiques de Paris. He is a Senior Research Fellow at the Centre d'Etudes et de Recherches Internationales (CERI) of Sciences Po since 1981, and a Special Adviser to the E.U. Trade Commissioner. He teaches at Sciences Po since 1988 (Master and Ph.D programs). He was Adjunct Professor at the European Center of the Johns Hopkins University of Bologna (1992 et 1995), Visiting Professor at the Uqam (Montreal) in 2001 and visiting Professor at the IUED (Genève) in 2002-2003. Zaki Laidi conducts research on the meaning of politics at the age of globalisation.  He is also a Columnist at French newspaper Liberation. He is the Academic Dean of the Keio University - Sciences Po European Studies Program.

Nonna MAYER is a Research director at the CNRS (National Center for Scientific Research) and the CEVIPOF (Center for Studies of French Political Life) at Sciences Po. She teaches for the Stanford in Paris program a seminar called "French Political Attitudes and Behavior », and at Sciences Po a course on "Racism and prejudice today: a theoretical and empirical approach ».  Nonna Mayer conducts research on political attitudes and behavior, on racist and anti-Semitic attitudes in France and in the EU, on social movements and collective action (extreme right and anti-extreme right activism and mobilization, protest potential), and on social capital, democracy and trust.

Marc-Olivier PADIS is junior editor of the independent political journal "Esprit". He has worked as a teacher in Germany and in France and has published several papers on the Franco-German relationship. His latest book, published in February 2004, deals with the global civil society.

Karoline POSTEL-VINAY,  holds a Ph.D in political science from the Institut d'Etudes Politiques de Paris (IEP) and a degree in Japanese studies from the Institut National des Langues et Civilisations Orientales (INALCO). She lectures in international relations at Sciences Po (CERI). She is a member of GARNET, a research network of excellence in globalisation and regionalisation funded by the European Commission (FP6). Her recent reasearch include the ASEAN + 3 and critical geopolitics of North East Asia. Her last work is « L'Occident et sa bonne parole », published by Flammarion, 2005. 

Jacques RUPNIK studied History at the Sorbonne and Politics at the Institut d'Etudes Politiques de Paris. He obtained a Master of Arts in Soviet Studies from Harvard University (1974), and a Ph. D (History of International Relations) from the Sorbonne (University Paris I). He was a Research Associate at the Russian Research Center at Harvard University 1974-1975, a specialist in Eastern Europe at the BBC World Service 1977-1982 and Professor at the Institut d'Etudes Politiques de Paris 1982-1996. He also was the Executive Director of the International Commission for the Balkans at the Carnegie Endowment for International Peace in 1995-1996. He is a Visiting Professor at the College d'Europe in Bruges and one of the editors of the quaterly Transeuropéennes. In 1990-1992, he was advisor to Czech President Vaclav Havel. 

Ezra N. SULEIMAN is IBM Professor in International Studies and Professor of Politics at Princeton University. He is also the Director of the Program in European Politics and Society, and the Director of the Center for French Studies at Princeton University. He graduated from the University of Paris, the University of London, and Columbia University (Ph.D). He has been Director of the Young Leaders Program (US-France) between 1981-2000. He belongs to the Editorial Committee of Comparative Politics since 1973. Among his latest publications are The Making and Unmaking of Democracy, co-edited with Theodore Rabb (Routledge 2003), and Dismantling Democratic States (Princeton University Press, 2003).
Catherine de WENDEN holds a Ph.D in Political Science (Institut d'Etudes Politiques de Paris).  She is Director of Research (CNRS) at the Centre d'Etudes et de Recherches Internationales (CERI) of Sciences Po. Catherine Wihtol de Wenden is both a political scientist and a lawyer. She has been working for twenty years on various topics relating to international migrations. She has also led many field studies and directed collective research on comparative topics, mostly European. She was a consultant for OECD, the European Council, the European Commission and "external expert" for the UNHCR. Her latest publications have been on subjects related to Europe facing the migration issues.

After a long and deep process of integration, Europe has become an integrated economy with a huge « internal market ». With 350 millions consumers and a global output close to the one of the United States, Europe is the main trading group in the world. During the last years, twelve of the fifteen members of that European Club decided to adopt a new unique currency : the euro. All those success were possible only because the different countries of the region accepted to renounce some parts of their sovereignty – their monetary independance in particular. But till now, even if there were sometimes some proposals in that direction, they refused any kind of « european economic governement ». Each national administration is still responsible for its national economic policy. For fiscal policies as for structural issues, some kinds of cooperation or coordination have been introduced. It’s called « the economic governance of Europe ». It’s a matter of discussion among the members of the Union. Is it possible to go on and live for a long time with one currency and twelve (fifteen and maybe tomorrow twenty-five) economic policies ? The question is very tough for the moment. The commission, chaired by Valery Giscard d’Estaing,  which was in charge of writing a new constitution for Europe refused to enter a in-deepth discussion about the issue. It’s not sure the question can stay without answer for too much time.

EXTREME RIGHT WING POPULISM : THE CASE OF THE FRENCH FN

What exactly is “populism”? Is the French national front a “populist” party? And to what extent does populism explain its electoral success story? To answer these questions we will rely on survey data, mainly French post electoral surveys (1988-2002) and Eurobarometers (1995-1997). We will show that like the German Republikaner, the Flemish Vlaams Blok, the Austrian FPÖ, or the Italina Northern League, the French National Front can be defined as a “ populist ”  party because of its authoritarian leadership, its anti-elite stands, its appeal to the people and particularly to the little people, its preference for direct democracy procedures. But there is more to it than just “populism”. Antielite attitudes are indeed one of the factors explaining votes for such parties but not the only one nor the most important one.  Each of these parties has specific features. And some voters are more “populist” than the others.
